Maximum Entitlement: this is based on the number of first preference votes (FPV) each candidate received at the previous State general election. An independent candidate (or an endorsed candidate's registered political party) is entitled to receive public funding if they obtain at least 4% of the FPVs or are elected. They may opt to receive advance public funding for the next State general election.
Audited Statement of Expenditure: as part of the application to receive public funding, eligible funding recipients must provide an audited Statement of Expenditure in relation to their campaign costs (i.e. political expenditure and electoral expenditure incurred).
Actual Entitlement: if the amount claimed in the Statement of Expenditure is less than the maximum entitlement amount, the funding recipient will receive this lower amount.
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
